 Project H.O.P.E. Rules and Regulations

*We ALWAYS return home from Kentucky on the last Saturday in June and leave for Kentucky on the

Saturday before that. For example, if the last Saturday is June 28, we will leave on June 21.

* Any questions about rules and their clarifications go to Craig, Dave, or Vince.
* All participants must have finished their sophomore year of high school

* All high school and college age participants must travel down and back with the group in the vans to attend the trip. 
* Proof of COVID-19 vaccination is required

* All CDC guidelines for Kentucky will be followed
* No Sex, No Drugs, No Alcohol

* No Swearing

* You must be at least 25 years of age to drive any of the rented vehicles

* Personal music is allowed only when used in a group setting plugged into external speakers.

* Do not bring headphones with you. All music played through an external speaker must be appropriate. (Would you play it in front of Fr. John?)
*Any music played during work hours on the worksite is at the discretion of the work group leader.

*Be on time to meals and meetings.  All participants must be present before the meal or meeting can start.
Early is on time, on time is late, late is unacceptable!

*No walking alone especially in the evening, always walk within grounds with a partner, and let others know where you are so you can be found on short notice.

*No girls in the guys cabins and no guys in the girls cabins. This violation will result in being sent home. 
*Adults, college age (18+), and high school age have separate cabins.  You are not permitted to go in cabins of opposite gender or differing age group.

*Do not leave the grounds alone or without permission from Craig, Dave, or Vince.
*In building at 10:00pm, lights out at 11:00pm. This is subject to change pending on the week’s activities. 
*The screened in porch is NOT your room. That area must be vacated at lights out.

*No changing rooms and roommates

*NO complaining or protesting accommodations, roommates, or cabins.  Your bed at home is your only other choice.

*Leave your personal problems at home.  We are there to help others not create problems within our group, if you have a problem with someone try to deal with it, seek an adult if you can find no other means

*If you have any doubt about whether something is permitted, do not bring it. Do not push it.

*If we deem necessary, we will take individuals to the bus station and inform parents that you are no longer welcome and when you can be picked up. 
On the Work Site

*Proper work clothes must be worn on worksites. These include: Jeans, Carhartts, or other similar durable pants

*No pajama pants or shorts of any kind are permitted on the work site
*Shorts worn at David School, outside of work hours, will be fingertip length.

*Shirts without sleeves are permitted, but the sleeves must be cut outside of the seams

*No tank tops are permitted either on the worksite or at David School. No revealing clothing, NO Bs!
*Notify your work group leader of any medical conditions they should be aware of ie. Allergies to bee stings, asthma, etc.

*Cell Phones are for adult use only on the work site and are for communication only, not social media. Pictures allowed (ask the adult to take them and then send them to you).

*Do not leave the immediate job site or wander without a partner and without informing someone (including if you need to see a man about a horse).
*Do not use power tools without the ok of your group leader.
*Do not imitate their (residents of Kentucky) way of speaking.
*If you have a problem with anything you hear, see, or smell etc. quietly leave and notify your workgroup leader.
*Do not touch the animals.
*Do not accept any food or drink from the people on the work site, kindly say no thank you.
*A power tool and a broom and everything in between do not know the gender of the person using it.  All work and tools are gender neutral.

*Experienced Project HOPE adults are all there to help and should be respected as such. 
*All male and female leaders will be followed and respected equally on and off the worksite.  

*All meetings before and during the trip are MANDATORY and will only be excused through Craig, Dave, or Vince.
*ALL Project HOPE adults and veterans will practice service leadership at all times.
